FERTILITY CLINICS

To increase the population of the Parsi Zoroastrian community of India, the National Commission for Minorities has launched the Ministry of Minority Affairs (MOMA) Scheme. The scheme comprises medical and sociological help to couples needing medical intervention for conception and an advocacy program comprising family and fertility counseling, among other things. 

Towards this end, fertility clinics have been earmarked in all cities and towns of India where a sizable Parsi population exists. In Secunderabad and Hyderabad, the following two clinics have been approved by MOMA. Parsi couples requiring such assistance are encouraged to avail of medical expertise and advice at either of these two centers. 
The expenses incurred in this regard will be borne by the Bombay Parsi Panchayet on submission of bills and a letter from fertility centre for having received the treatment.

Three decades ago, Brig. Cyrus A Pithawalla was awarded the Ashok Chakra, India’s highest peacetime gallantry award for his “most conspicuous bravery” when leading a daring raid on a hideout of the People‘s Liberation Army, which led to the capture of the chief of this insurgent outfit, N Bisheshwar Singh in Manipur.

Now, for the first time ever, the Indian Army has approved of the name of an Ashok Chakra award-winner for promotion to the rank of Major General. For the Indian Army, this promotion is an important milestone as, never before have winners of this peacetime gallantry award made it to such senior levels. Usually, the Ashok Chakra is awarded posthumously to officers who display exceptional bravery by risking their lives.

For the Parsi community, however, Pithawalla’s elevation to the rank of Major General is of great significance for two reasons: One, he is the only Zoroastrian to receive this award. Two, winners of this award so far and survived never went beyond the rank of Colonel. But for the first time, Pithawalla has breached this glass ceiling.

Yet another Parsi Army officer, Major Nawazesh N. Patel, has been awarded the Sena Medal for his gallantry in a military operation against militants in the Kashmir Valley. The operation was conducted in October 2012 and the award was announced on January 26th, 2013.

Dr. Murad E. Lala created history by being the first Indian doctor to successfully scale Mount Everest. On 19th May, 2013, he and his team of six trekkers reached Mount Everest.
